ARCHBISHOP OF DETROIT
November 15, 2025

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
Since arriving in Detroit this past March, I have had the great joy of meeting many of you at parish celebrations, diocesan gatherings, Mass, and other liturgies. In every encounter, I have seen something truly beautiful. I have witnessed your deep love for Christ, your local parish, and our Archdiocese. I also have witnessed your intense desire to see the Church of Detroit flourish for generations to come.
Along with our many blessings, I have also heard the candid expression of your concerns and your understanding of the challenges we FAce now and into the future. Please know that I hear you and that I see these challenges, too. Many of our churches were built during a time of tremendous growth, when more than 1.5 million Catholics called this Archdiocese home. Today, our Catholic census is closer to 900,000, with a smaller number regularly attending Mass. We have been struggling to maintain buildings, ministries, and structures that were designed for a much larger Church. The situation that unfolded in the last 50 years has left us stretched-sometimes stretched too thinly to serve as well as we want. Moreover, as we struggle to care for buildings and parish structures where there are very few people, we are also seeking to ensure the presence of the Church as we follow the Catholic population in those areas where the Church is growing.
While I believe that our commitment to Christ and his Church means that we must FAce these challenges, I do not believe that this moment in time need be marked primarily by anxiety or despair. Rather, I believe the situation we are FAcing is one that holds real and blessed opportunities. I believe with all my heart that God is inviting us to reimagine parish life, priestly ministry, and our mission. I believe God is asking us to FAce our future with creativity and deeper FAith and trust that if we ask Him, then He will show us the way toward building something vibrant, sustainable, and enduring into the future.
This is why I am inviting every Catholic in our Archdiocese to join me in a serious two-year process of Archdiocesan restructuring. It will be a journey of discernment that I believe we can accomplish only together-a time for us to chart the best path forward for each of our parish communities and regions. In such an endeavor, every voice matters, just as every prayer matters. The end result will affect each parish and community of our Archdiocese, so each of you has a part to play in shaping the future of our Church.

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It is important to be honest about what this restructuring may bring. We know that we cannot maintain the same number of parish buildings that we have today. Some parish communities may see changes in how or where they gather, while others may be called to see church buildings closed-structures that have been dear to their hearts for generations. But just as there will be mourning over losses or changes in parish life, there likewise will be new blessings with enhanced locations, renewed communities, and the ability to redirect our efforts toward sharing the Gospel and making disciples. I believe that as we work to right-size the Archdiocese and reallocate our personnel and financial resources, the footprint ofthe Church's presence-her mission, her faith, and her people-will remain.
Our work will be guided primarily by three key pillars:
· Vibrant parishes: We want every parish to be a living heartbeat of faith, where people encounter Christ, grow in discipleship, and build real community.
· Flourishing priests: Our priests are at the heart of parish life. They must be supported and free to focus on what they do best: preaching the Gospel, celebrating the Sacraments, and caring for the faithful.
· Mission ready: By realigning our clergy and financial resources wisely, we will bring the joy of Christ to the next generation with energy and purpose. We will hand the next generation a Church that is vibrant, thriving, and alive in every way.
Next spring, each parish will host two listening sessions where you will have a chance to share your insights, hopes, and dreams for the future of your local parish and the Archdiocese. In the meantime, I ask for your prayers. Special prayer cards will be made available for this purpose at each parish. You can also access the prayer at restructuring.aod.org, along with other resources related to this effort.
Additionally, every step of the restructuring will be covered in Detroit Catholic, the Archdiocese's free online news source. Black Catholic History Month
November 2025

CELEBRATING BLACK CATHOLIC HISTORY MONTH PART II: DETROIT’S BLACK CATHOLIC HISTORY
Beginning in the late 1800s, chapels and missions were set up to accommodate the area’s growing Black populations. In 1911, the first Catholic Mission for African Americans was established in St. Mary’s Parish in Greektown. A year later it baptized its first child, Grayton Barksdale. In 1914, the mission was named for St. Peter Claver and moved into a new church home. The mission parish was both Black and culturally diverse with parishioners from Jamaica, Trinidad, Windsor, Ontario, Chile, Granada, Louisiana, Maryland, Kentucky, and Michigan. Staffed by Felician Sisters and Congregation of the Holy Ghost Fathers, an order dedicated to serving Black Catholics, these missions were established to give African American Catholics a place of respite from the racial harshness of the day, a place of belonging, prayer, religious education and hospitality. St. Peter Claver opened a school in 1936 and then moved into the previous German parish, Sacred Heart Church, in 1938 located in Eastern Market which remains today a personal African American parish for the Archdiocese of Detroit.
A second Black Parish was established on Detroit’s westside in 1927 – St. Benedict the Moor. A young man, Norman DuKette, who helped with St. Mary’s mission, was named its first priest. Fr. Norman DuKette was the first Black priest ordained for Detroit, incardinated in 1926 by Bishop Michael James Gallagher. A third Black mission, Holy Ghost, was opened in 1939 in northeast Detroit and given parish status in 1946; in 1943, a Black mission in the Detroit-Ferndale area, Our Lady of Victory, was established since Blacks were not permitted to attend nearby parishes, including Presentation Parish. A fifth and very successful Black mission, St. George Parish, was started in north-central Detroit. Nearly 1,000 African American Catholics were baptized there from 1949-1965. Sadly, St. George Church closed in 1965 to make way for freeway construction.
The Detroit Rebellion occurred in the summer of 1967 and was considered one of the most violent demonstrations in the U.S. of the 20th century. The Rebellion was due to tensions caused by a lack of educational opportunities, inadequate and segregated housing and unemployment. The Rebellion started at 12th street and made its way to the Boston-Edison neighborhood, adjacent to Sacred Heart Major Seminary (SHMS) in Detroit. An African American artist painted the face, hands and feet of the Sacred Heart of Jesus image that is in front of the seminary. A topic of controversy for many years, the Black painted Jesus has become a landmark and symbol of Jesus’ love for all races of people. Mary Massingale, a researcher for SHMS wrote for Detroit Catholic, “Bishop Boyea called the painting a ‘great blessing’ for the seminary: ‘It was a sign that we are not somehow immune to what takes place all around us, and it is a call to be engaged.’”
In 1970, the Archdiocese of Detroit established an Office of the Black Secretariat, one of the first offices in the nation to monitor relations between Blacks and Whites. In 1981, the Secretariat Office was closed and the Office of Black Catholic Affairs was established to address the spiritual, familial and social needs of the area’s Black Catholics. Today, there are 15-18 local Catholic parishes with a strong Black presence. The Affairs office is now the Office of Black Catholic Ministry which is in the Cultural Ministries Office within the Department of Evangelization and Missionary Discipleship in the Archdiocese of Detroit.

November is Lung Cancer Awareness Month

November is Lung Cancer Awareness Month, a time to raise understanding, encourage prevention, and support those affected by this disease. Lung cancer remains one of the most common cancers worldwide, but early detection and healthy lifestyle choices can make a life-saving difference.

Know the Risk Factors:

Smoking is the leading cause, but even non-smokers can be affected.

Secondhand smoke, radon exposure, and air pollution also increase risk.

Steps for Prevention:

If you smoke, consider making this the month to quit—resources and support are available.

Test your home for radon and avoid exposure to harmful fumes.

Stay active and eat a balanced diet rich in fruits and vegetables.

Early Detection Matters:
If you are a current or former smoker aged 50–80, talk with your healthcare provider about low-dose CT screening, which can detect lung cancer early—often before symptoms appear.

Let’s take this month to breathe easier by caring for our lungs and supporting those in our community facing lung cancer.

This month, as we focus on lung health, let us remember that every breath we take is a precious gift from God. The simple act of breathing reminds us of His sustaining presence and grace in our lives. Let us pray for all who struggle to breathe easily, for caregivers, and for continued wisdom in prevention and treatment—trusting in the God who gives us life with every breath.
